Shows increasing ability to separate from parent.

Develops respect for sharing with others and taking care of
belongings.

Progresses in taking turns and waiting quietly while another child
has a turn.

Shows growth in participating in a group setting.

Physical Health and Development

Develops fine motor activities such as coloring, cutting, tearing
paper, and painting.

Begins to enhance hand/eye coordination.

Participates in activities using large muscles in functional play such
as riding a tricycle.
