Remember, you will need to walk your child in each morning, but will be able to use our car line for pick up each day at 
12:00.  All classroom school supplies will be provided.  Donation items needed will be posted in your child’s classroom.  Your 
child will need a lunch bag for their healthy daily snack and a backpack or school bag for storing school papers and artwork 
completed each day.

We have a Parent Night 
planned for Thursday, September 22nd beginning at 6:30.  This night is a time for you to come to the school without your 
child and review policies/procedures, answer questions, and meet our staff.
